


Pe 10 septembrie 2018 Casa Betania si-a
redeschis portile pentru 20 de tineri, elevi de
liceu, din mediul rural, care s-au reintors la
scoala sau au trecut pentru prima data pragul
liceului...Toti plini de emotii- emotia inceperii
unui nou an scolar, dar si a plecarii de acasa,
de langa parinti, de langa frati. In urma cu 2 ani
am luat decizia implicarii in sprijinirea tinerilor
din mediul rural de a-i ajuta sa urmeze liceul,
stiind ca cei mai multi dintre ei renunta la
scoala din cauza saraciei si ca astfel ca tara
risipim potentialul unei generatii care ar putea
deveni o generatie educata, responsabila,
implicata.

Traim intr-o Romanie inegala, in care
apartenenta la mediul rural a tinerilor are un
impact semnificativ asupra traseului
educational si socio-profesional al acestora: o
calitate a educatiei mai scazuta, care se
regaseste in rezultate slabe la examene, familii
lipsite de venituri sau cu venituri scazute care
nu isi permit costul sustinerii copiilor la scoala,
fara perspective in ceea ce priveste locurile de
munca si posibilitdtile de petrecere a timpului
liber. In ciuda acestor conditii, tinerii din mediul
rural sunt ambitiosi, cu bun simt, motivati sa
reuseasca, atasati de casa parinteasca si preo-
cupati sa-si ajute familia.

Scopul nostru prin infiintarea acestui serviciu
este sa crestem accesul tinerilor din mediul
rural la educatie pentru ca avem convingerea
ca educatia trebuie sa aiba ca obiectiv
cresterea intelectuala, dar si spirituala a copiilor
dupa modelul Mantuitorului (Luca 2:40 - lar
Pruncul crestea si Se intarea; era plin de

intelepciune, si harul lui Dumnezeu era peste
El), iar dascalii sunt chemati sa modeleze, sa
cultive sufletul elevului, pentru a creste
deopotriva intelectual si spiritual.

Prin internatul scolar oferim tinerilor cazare si
masa, suport si consiliere spirituala, asistenta
medicala primara si organizarea de activitati
extrascolare. Pentru pregatirea scolara tinerii
au acces la biblioteca institutiei, calculator,
internet, dar pe viitor ne-am dori sa-i putem
sprijini si indruma mai mult, pentru ca unii
dintre ei (fara a fi vina lor neaparat, ci mai
curand a calitati scazute a educatiei si a
pregatirii celor care profeseaza in scolile din
mediul rural) vin cu lacune, care se
acumuleaza, iar rezultatele scolare raman
scazute. Pentru aceasta avem nevoie de
oameni pregatiti, dedicati si disponibili sa se
implice intr-un proiect comun de educatie si
formare a acestor tineri.

La inceput de an scolar le doresc copiilor din
Casa Betania sa priveasca educatia (care nu
inseamna doar mers la scoala, frecventa...) si
ca pe un prilej de a cunoaste, de a sti, de a
intelege, de a formula intrebari, de a gasi
raspunsuri, de a crea, de a visa spre propria
implinire si spre folosul semenilor! Le doresc ca
tot ceea ce vor invata de la dascali, de la noi,
cei din Casa Betania, sa le insufle respectul
pentru ceilalti si prietenia, libertatea si
responsabilitatea, harnicia si darnicia,
demnitatea si solidaritatea.

On September 10, 2018 Casa Betania
reopened its doors for 20 young high school
pupils from rural areas who continue their high
schoolstudies or they just went to high school
for the first time... the teenagers that came
were dealing with all sort of feelings - the fear
of starting a new school year, but also the fear
of leaving from home, far from the parents, far
from the siblings. Two years ago, we made the
decision to help young people from rural areas
to continue their studies, knowing that most of
them drop out school because of poverty and
that, as a country, we are wasting the potential
of a generation that could become a educated,
responsible, involved generation.

We live in an uneven Romania, where youth
affiliation to the rural environment has a
significant impact on their educational and
socio-professional journey: a lower quality of
education, which can be seen in poor exam
results, families without income, or with low
incomes that don't have the neccessary
revenues to support children at school, without
job prospects and leisure opportunities. Despite
these conditions, young people from the rural
areas are ambitious, well-meaning, motivated
to succeed, having a strong bond with their
home and always concerned to help their
family.

When we have launched this service our goal
was and still is to increase young people's
access to education because we are convinced
that education must have as a result an
intellectual and spiritual growth of children as
well as the model of the Redeemer (Luke 2:40 -
"And the child grew, and waxed strong in spirit,

filled with wisdom: and the grace of God was
upon him.”), and teachers are called upon to
mold, to cultivate the soul of the student, so as
to develop both intellectually and spiritually.

Through our boarding school we offer young
people accommodation and three meals a day,
support and spiritual counseling, primary health
care and extra-curricular activities. To do their
homeworks young people have access to the
library of the institution, computer, internet, but
in the future we would like to be able to support
them and guide them more, because some of
them (without neccessarily being their fault, but
rather the low quality of education and the low
training of those working in rural schools) come
with gaps that accumulate and the school out-
comes remain low. That is why we need trai-
ned, dedicated and available people to get in-
volved in a common project of education and
training for these young people.

At the beginning of the school year | wish to all
the children of Casa Betania to see education
(which not only means going to school, with
frequency ...) as an oportunity to know, to
experience, to understand, to ask questions, to
find answers, to create, to dream towards their
own fulfillment and for the benefit of their
fellows! | wish that all the things they will learn
from teachers, from us employees of Casa
Betania to instil respect for others and
friendship, freedom and responsibility, diligence
and dedication, dignity and solidarity.

Un aspect al acestui lucru este lucrul
cu copiii/tinerii din Casa Betania. Cea mai buna
ocazie este in timpul programelor de biserica de
duminica, deoarece acestia sunt prezenti
aproape tot timpul in numar complet. De altfel,
ei considera ca serviciul de biserica de
dimineata este destul de interesant, dar sunt
mai putin pozitivi in ceea ce priveste serviciul de
biserica de seara. De aceea cred ca Dumnezeu
ne-a aratat ca trebuie sa facem ceva interactiv
pentru ei in timpul serviciului de biserica de
seara. Fetele sunt deja implicate in activitatea
cu tinerii bisericii si nu este nevoie de implicare
suplimentara.

Activitatea este
voluntara: ei vin doar daca doresc.

Dupa aceasta, o
lectura si o discutie pe baza unui text biblic le

da sansa de a se gandi serios la un text
familiar, cum ar fi rugaciunea Domnului.
Familiaritatea cu textul ii ajuta sa se gandeasca
la ceva util. Un al doilea timp de rugaciune le
ofera sansa de a cere lui Dumnezeu sa-i ajute
sa aplice textul in viata lor. Ei considera ca li se
dau cateva idei de rugaciune utile. Toate
acestea dureaza mai putin de o jumatate de ora
si este un timp suficient pentru ei.

The church aims to provide effective support for
Betania. One aspect of this is working with the
residents at Betania. The best opportunity is
during the church services on Sundays because
they are mostly present. In fact, they find the
morning service sufficiently interesting but are
less positive about the evening service. That's
why it seemed to be God's leading to do
something interactive for them during the
evening service. The girls are already involved
in the church youth activity and need no extra
involvement.

The decision was made to have an activity for
the male residents during the evening sermon.
The sermons tend not to be especially aimed at
them, causing their interest to fade. The activity
involves spending twenty to twenty-five minutes
in the church office with a church worker,
Andrew Gardner. The activity is voluntary: they
come if they want to.

A typical meeting starts with an initial time of
sharing to allow them to say whatever they have
on their hearts. This becomes the basis for a
discussion and then a time of prayer. After that,
a Bible reading and discussion gives them the
chance to think seriously about a familiar text,

such as the Lord's Prayer. Their familiarity helps
them find something useful to say. A second
prayer time follows, giving them the chance to
ask God to help them apply the text in their
lives. They find being given some ideas for
prayer helpful. All this takes less than half an
hour and is enough for them.

There are challenges. These include their
difficulty in focusing on one subject, occasional
minor conflicts among them and their tendency
to get bored. However, the meetings end well
because God always solves the problems that
occur.

The last time the activity was tried, their interest
started to fade after about ten weeks. That is
why the previous series of meetings was
stopped. The idea was to end while they were
still enthusiastic. The hope was that in time they
would ask for the activity to restart and this is
what has happened.

We thank God for this opportunity and praise
Him for the way He leads us.
